Uncovering the CFR, Deep State Establishment

“The Power Behind the Throne,” the
well-known expression incorporated into
the title of the cover story by Senior Edi-
tor William F. Jasper (page 10), refers
here to the powerful personages who
comprise an invisible, unelected gov-
ernment of the United States exercising
extraordinary control over the visible,
elected government.

British statesman Benjamin Disraeli ob-
served in 1844, “The world is governed
by very different personages from what is
imagined by those who are not behind the
scenes.”

“imagined” not only by those pulling the
strings but also by many millions of Amer-
icans whose eyes are now wide open to
what is often referred to as the Deep State.

The Great Awakening
This great awakening has been spawned
in large part by the dramatic developments
of recent years — from the unprecedented
attempts to delegitimize Donald Trump’s
presidency during his entire term in office;
to the growing body of evidence that the
last presidential election was stolen; to the
COVID restrictions on basic freedoms; to

The historical tables are particu-
larly interesting, since they show CFR
dominance in top executive-branch posi-
tions during both Republican and Demo-
cratic administrations over many years.
CFR dominance noticeably dipped dur-
ing the Trump administration, but was not
eliminated.
